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GENERAL PROCUREMENT NOTICE

The Government of the Kingdom of Morocco concluded, on November 30, 2015, a second
cooperation program (Compact Il) with the United States Government, represented by the
Millennium Challenge Corporation (MCC), with the aim to enhance the quality of human
capital and improve land productivity.

The budget allocated by MCC to the Compact Il, which came into force on June 30, 2017,
amounts to 450 million dollars, to which is added a contribution of the Moroccan government
of a value equivalent to at least 15% of the American contribution. The global budget will
finance, over a period of five years, two projects, namely "Education and Training for
Employability” and "Land Productivity"”, the implementation of which has been entrusted to
the Millennium Challenge Account-Morocco Agency (MCA-Morocco).

The first project includes three activities, namely "Secondary Education”, "Technical and
Vocational Education and Training” and "Employment”, while the second project is
structured around three activities, in this case "Land Governance”, "Industrial Land" and
"Rural Land".

The MCA-Morocco Agency intends to apply part of the proceeds of the grant funds to
payments for Contracts for Goods, Works and Services for which the procurement program
for the next twelve months includes the following:
